Report

UCIPD received a report at 9:20 p.m. on Saturday, May 17, 2025 that a rape took place on
Friday, May 16, 2025, at approximately 11:00 p.m. at Camino del Sol student housing. The
reporting party was walking in the residential community when an unknown suspect forcefully
pushed the reporting party on the ground and raped them. The reporting party described the
suspect as a white male, dark hair, medium build, wearing a dark t-shirt, a navy blue hat and was
about 35-40 years old. The reporting party stated the suspect was driving a dark colored Acura.
Officers canvassed the area when they received the report and did not find the suspect or
vehicle.

Safety Tips

¢ If you start to feel concerns about a person or a situation, trust your feelings and try to
remove yourself as quickly as possible from the potential threat, even if it is someone
whom you know and even if it feels awkward to do so.

¢ [f you think someone is at risk of assault or abuse, you should consider it an emergency
and act to support that person.
