Community Advisory: Scams

Date: October 2, 2019


Details:

Over the past week, UCIPD received several reports that the UCI community is being heavily
targeted by telephonic scammers. Many of these scams involve: Employment (i.e. victim
receives a check with the request to cash it and return portion of the money to the caller),
Banking (i.e. asking for account information), Warrant for arrest (i.e. tied to ones social security
card or credit card fraud) and Family member(s) in trouble (i.e. kidnaping and pay a ransom).


In each of these scams, the scam artist is asking the UCI affiliate to deposit money and/or
purchase gift cards. 

Be Cautious If:

The caller wants you to transfer money from one account to another.

Asks for copies of personal documents.

Says you must send payment by wire service or courier.

Asks you to provide your credit card or bank account numbers.
